Also the
writing style seems a bit dated now; | didn't find the material asfunny as| did 25-odd years ago.But thisis still agreat
way to learn baseball history. The book includes several anecdotes from 19th century baseball, including a description
of one of the now poorly-remembered National League/American Association World Series duels of the 1880s. Y ou'll
learn about since-forgotten fan favorites like Ping Bodie in the 1930s (who won a pasta-eating contest against an
ostrich) and Lou Novikoff in the 1940s (who broke curfew to moonlight as a nightclub singer, only to find his
manager in attendance, waiting with a hefty fine). Even the all-time greats aren't spared; Babe Ruth isin here at least
twice, as are other real Hall of Famers like Richie Ashburn, Willie Stargell and Phil Rizzuto. But there are great
modern stories, too, such as alook at Manny Being Manny, and Joel Zumaya's "Guitar Hero" injury.There are few
books |eft these days that treat al of baseball history from 1880 through 2010 as a single unified thing. The latest
update to "Baseball Hall of Shame" does just that, so you get old-time goats like Fred Lindstrom and Roger
Peckinpaugh rightfully joined by the likes of Buckner, Bartman, and Johnny Bench (who famously struck out in a
World Series game on a fake-out intentional walk).It's better not to read this straight through; aread a chapter or two a
day is more then enough before you get overwhelmed with the short entries.
